Herbert George Wells
(1866~1946)
George Wells was born in Britain in 1866.
Having come from the lower classes, he had had no formal education. 
While there, he met the famous biologist T. H. Huxley, who would have a strong influence on Wells’s life. Wells learned about scientific reasoning and prophetic thinking while studying science from Huxley.
In 1888, after he had graduated, Wells worked as a science teacher, but he soon began writing a novel. In 1895, he published The Time Machine, his first work.
Afterwards, Wells published The Island of Dr. Moreau, The War of the Worlds, and The First Man on the Moon, contributing to the establishment of the genre of science fiction. Indeed, he is often referred to as the father of science fiction novels. After publishing a large number of novels, Wells became an activist for world peace and social reforms until his death in 1946 at the age of 80.
Herbert George Wells, who dreamed of a more progressive human culture through his science fiction novels, still commands the respect and admiration of British society.
Invisible Man
On a cold, stormy winter day, a stranger arrives in a British inn in the countryside. In those days, traveling in winter was unusual, but even more curious was that the strange man’s face is covered in bandages. The entire village is disturbed by the presence of the stranger. Soon, several mysterious crimes occur, including one where an unidentified robber breaks into the rectory.
Finally, as the landlord and his wife try to chase the strange man out of the inn, he uncovers his bandages. He immediately disappears in front of the crowd, who realize that he is invisible.
H. G. Wells published this novel in 1897. It is a classic science fiction novel that depicts a man who has developed a way to transform the human body so that it is invisible. Along the way, he gets involved in all kinds of wrongdoings. Wells’s story ably depicts the solitary life of an alienated man living in despair.

Practice catching the gist, through key words in sentences. You might question how guesswork with a few words could enhance your ability. However, it’s quite effective. If you continue, you will realize that it’s not a coincidence but that your own ability enables you to understand.
Step 2:Divide long sentences
Read in chunks of meaning, dividing sentences into meaningful chunks of information. At this step, make it a habit to figure out the meaning of the sentence from the beginning to the end. If you try to understand the meaning of the sentence by reading it backwards, your reading speed will decrease. In addition, you will find listening to English difficult to follow.
Step 3: Make inferences and assumptions
Making inferences and assumptions are important skills. If you don’t know the vocabulary, try to guess the meaning of the words. Don’t go straight to the dictionary. Developing an ability to make inferences within the context is important. The first way to figure out the meaning of a word is from its context. Afterwards, check explanations or look up the vocabulary in a dictionary.
Step 4: Read a lot and many times
There is no shortcut to mastering English. Only those who do a lot of reading will make their way to the summit. Continuous exposure to English will help you improve your English ability, even though you may not quickly notice it.

Themes of Wells’s Science Fictions
H.G. Wells was a socialist thinker, and he was also very interested in the wonders of scientific developments. One of his most famous novels, The Time Machine , explored both of these themes.
In this novel, Wells invents a time machine and portrays the natural evolution of the capitalist class structure. A society of human called the Eloi in the story represents the rich upper class who have everything they need and lose interest in life. Understanding the Story
Being an invisible man can fire up our imaginations. But is it possible scientifically?
Invisible Actually
What would you do if you were invisible for a day? H.G. Wells and other authors who explored this idea all show the incredible power that an invisible person would have. He or she could go anywhere secretly and steal money or valuables.
However, what all of these authors seemed to miss was that if a person was actually invisible, he would not be able to see! The sense of sight only works when the eyes can capture light. If the back of the eye were transparent, light would pass right through it and no image could be sent to the brain. Now imagine an invisible person who was also blind!
Almost one hundred years after Wells’s novel, the closest thing science can match to an invisible man is a ‘stealth suit’. This suit, which is still being developed, is made of tiny pixels, like a computer screen that acts like clothing. The pixels would match the same color of whatever was behind the soldier. This wouldn’t be true invisibility. It would be more like a chameleon, which changes the color of its skin to match its background. However, it is the best way to guarantee invisibility without going blind!
